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Feeding strategy of Mithun using unconventional feed
resources

Three types of feed blocks have been prepared using
different combination of paddy straw, leaves and twigs of
Schima wallichil and spent grain (a breweries factory by-
product having moisture content of about 75%. The
composition of the feed blocks on dry matter basis was as
follows: Type I Paddy straw 33.3%, leaves and twigs of
Schima wallichii 33.3%, spent grain 30.4%, mineral mixture
2% and common salt 1%; Type |l: Pacldy straw 70.6%, spent
grain 26.4%, mineral mixture 2% and common salt 1%; and
Type |Il: Paddy straw 37.4% and spent grain 59.6%, mineral
mixture 2% and common salt 1%. Type | and Type |l are for
maintenance and Type |llis for fulfilling growth requirements
of Mithun,

Cryopreservation of mithun semen using Tris-Egg yelk-
citrate extender with different concentrations of glycerol

In order to cryopreserve the semen, the samples were
collected from mithun bulls and preserved into liquid
nitrogen using Tris-egg yolk-glycerol (different
concentrations) extender and then evaluated [progressive
motility, live and dead, acrosornal integrity and sperm
abnormalities) in fresh semen samples, in diluted samples
after conling {at 5° C for 4h) and in cryapreserved samples.
Different concentrations of glycerol viz, 3,4, 5, 6 and 7% in
Triskgg yolk-citrate extender were tried to obtain the
optimum  glycerol level required for mithun semen
cryopreservation. It was cbserved that although after 4 h
equilibration progressive motility did not differ between the
groups, but it was significartly (P<0.01) higher after freezing
and thawing when preserved with 5 % glycerol. It was
observed that after freezing and thawing, proportion of live
spermatozoa with intact acrosome were significantly
{P<0.01) higher in 5 % than 3, 4, 6 and 7% glycerol added
groups. The morphological abnormalities were found to be
significantly lower after cryopreservation in 5 % than other
groups. twas found that addition of glycerol at the rate of 5%
intris-ego yolk-citrate buffer produced better results.
